Questions And Answers About OLG

What is going on with our woman’s shelter? - | am pleased to report nothing troublesome and the rest very good. We are approaching
the sixth month of hosting 6-10 homeless women in the bottom floor of the parish Pastoral Center. The women who come to the shelter
each night have demonstrated great responsibility for cleaning and maintain the space. The women leave the space about 7:30 a.m. and
return around 8:00 p.m. They leave and return as a group. | meet them, periodically, coming and going from the shelter. Every time we
meet, they express gratitude for your providing this home for them.

What have we learned from our homeless guests?

1. They are grateful and responsible.

2. They manage their affairs, i.e. holding one another accountable for following their own rules.

3. We have never had to call 911 during these six months.

4. They keep their space clean and help us set up for the parish use of the space. No complaints from the surrounding homes.

What is new with our homeless guests? - The parish staff, and our guests, meet every two months or so to check in on how it is going.
Last month, the women requested to be able to return earlier on Friday, Saturday and Sunday evenings. We all agreed, so now they re-
turn on those nights around 5:00 p.m. The women also requested to be able to start using the washer and dryer as well as being able to
use the shower. These two privileges had been restricted. Not by the parish, but by the leadership of WHEEL/SHARE who guide this pro-
cess. This permission was also granted.

What is next for our shelter? - We will be speaking with the women about how parishioners could be more directly involved. Stay tuned
and thank you for our many offers of support.

Why is our income down? - Our income is not down, but rather expenses are up. Our buildings are proving to be expensive
to maintain because the buildings are so heavily used. As we are currently planning the budget for 2015-2016, we are trying
every possible way to cut expenses. We certainly need everyone to continue your promised support.

Do we have money from the gym? - Some. We do have fees for use by outside groups, but our own parish use does not
provide many times to schedule outside group.

Does our parish need to pay our Annual Appeal goal even if we don’t get enough pledges? - Yes, so please give generously to support
ministries no single parish can do alone. The work of The Archdiocese may not be as visible as the work of parishes, but the Annual Ap-
peal supports over 63 ministries here in Western Washington.
